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○Receiving Communion is most important for Orthodox Christians. 
According to the Japanese Orthodox Church Regulations, fasting and confession are required. Confession service starts at 9:30 am  before Liturgy. It is 
recommended to start fasting before midnight except for infants, aged and sick people.  Please ask your priest for further advice.
